· Zero Fatalities
· Parents Empowered
· We will Utilize the Following Delivery Methods to Promote our Prevention Message:
· We will place coasters @ Restaurants/Bars/Clubs 
· Restroom Signs @ Restaurants/Bars/Clubs/Events with Alcohol
· Stickers @ Convenience Stores
· Informational Brochures from Parents Empowered will be sent home with students in West Valley City Schools.
· We will host a series of West Valley City journal articles
· We will maintain a presence at community events:  Tabling, Health Fairs, WestFest, National Night Outs, Valley Fair Mall, etc
· We will continue to show-case the Coalition’s Crash Car at various locations and events each month.
